William Kamkwamba, co-author and subject of the best-selling book The Boy 

Who Harnessed the Wind. Trapped in poverty and unable to afford school, 

William taught himself to build a windmill at age 14, generating income for his 

family and his village. He went on to become a TED Africa fellow, and win a 

scholarship to the African Leadership Academy in South Africa where he now 

studies, and his 2009 book has become the subject of great media attention. 

William applied for the GIA so he could hold workshops for youth in his home 

village in Malawi and teach them how to follow in his footsteps. He will teach 

youth how to make windmills and repair water pumps, both of which proved to 

be transformative skills for this young African leader.
