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Abstract

The purpose of this paper is threefold: to explain the development process of the GTEC
for STUDENTS Can-do Statements, to relate the Can-do Statements to the Common
European Framework of Reference for Languages (CEFR), and to validate the Can-do
Statements by comparing them with high school students’ actual performance on certain
tasks. Each student was evaluated based on their ability to perform tasks such as
reading the newspaper, writing emails and conversing over the phone, all of which are
important descriptors from the GTEC for STUDENTS Can-do Statements. Also, if a
student participated in a homestay program, they were asked to keep a “can-do journal”,
which was later evaluated. Based on the findings of this study, modifications to the GTEC
for STUDENTS Can-do Statements, and plans for future test development, were
proposed.

Since the current Can-do Statements for GTEC for STUDENTS do not take actual
abilities into consideration, there is a need to develop new, performance-based Can-do
Statements. The purpose of this study was to develop these new Can-do Statements with
regard to reading ability, particularly in relation to reading English language newspaper
articles. The study was conducted using 778 Japanese high school students in two Super
English Language High Schools (SELHis). The participants engaged in tasks to assess
their ability to read English language newspaper articles. Each examinee’s performance
was then reviewed to determine if there was a correlation with their GTEC for
STUDENTS level of language proficiency. Although the ability to read an English
language newspaper is not included in the lower level descriptors used in GTEC for
STUDENTS, the results showed that lower level examinees are, in fact, capable of
reading some articles in an English language newspaper. These findings validate the
creation of Can-do Statements related to newspaper-reading for Japanese high school

students.

Abstract
The purpose of this study was to assess the ability of Japanese high school students to
write e-mail in English. During the study, 136 students were required to work on six
different e-mail tasks, and to take an essay-writing test in which they wrote freely on a
given topic. After evaluating each examinee’s performance on the six e-mail tasks and the

essay test, the following findings were made:

1) The students had difficulty with e-mail tasks requiring the expression of emotions, e.g.
surprise, anger, concern, as well as the simultaneous use of two or more complex
language functions, e.g. refusal with suggestion.

2) To some extent, a student’s ability to write e-mail is related to their ability to write
essays. Students must reach a certain (threshold) level of competence in essay writing,

before they are able to successfully write complex e-mails.

3) Similar vocabulary and grammar are required to write e-mails and essays, but each

requires the use of different language abilities.
